OOA Fonden’s Code of Conduct concerning use of the Smiling Sun Logo by Political Parties

1. The OOA Fonden is committed to maintaining the integrity of the Smiling Sun Logo as an international and common logo for the antinuclear movement, independent of social, political and ideological barriers. 

2. Everybody is entitled to use the Smiling Sun to express his/her antinuclear stand, provided the design remains unchanged and that the Logo is not linked to a specific political party or ideology. 
3. Political parties are requested to buy Smiling Sun campaign material from campaign organisations rather than producing their own.

4. Political parties who wish to produce Smiling Sun campaign material must be licensed by an agreement with the OOA Fonden and pay royalties according to their production. 
5. The OOA Fonden will not allow political parties to display symbols or names of their parties as an integrated part of the Smiling Sun Logo. 
6.  Political parties should refrain from the production of campaign material with the Smiling Sun Logo in context with symbols and colours of the party. 
7. Political parties may reproduce and use the Smiling Sun Logo in antinuclear publications and activities.
8. Political parties should bear in mind that the Smiling Sun Logo’s independence of political parties and ideologies is regarded as crucial for achieving the goals of the antinuclear movement.   
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
